Transportation 

Laws Driving in Tallinn can be challenging due to the variety of vehicles, both public 
and private, and pedestrians on the street. Driving laws are essentially 
equivalent to EU standards for left-hand drive cars. Use of seatbelts by all 
passengers is required, and children too small to be secure in seatbelts 
must use child car seats. The legal blood alcohol limit (0.0) is strictly 
enforced. Speed limits are as follows: 50 kph (35 mph) in built-up areas, 
90 kph (56 mph) outside built-up areas (unless otherwise posted). In the 
city, if you are behind a tram that stops, you must stop and wait for 
passengers to get on and off. Fines are levied for relatively minor excesses of 
these limits, which are paid at a bank. Using a mobile phone without a 
hands-free device is illegal. Local law requires that headlights be 
illuminated at all times while driving.  

Parking Parking on streets in the city centre, downtown, the Old Town and the Pirita 
area must be paid for. First 15 minutes parking is free. You can purchase a 
parking ticket from a street-side machine or use mobile parking organized 
through your mobile phone provider. Rates are as follows. City center: 16 eek 
/ hr; Downtown: 36 eek / hr; Old Town: 72 eek / hr; Pirita side streets: 16 
eek / hr. For detailed information see http://www.tallinn.ee/g3845s29683. 

Around Town 
 

 

Public Transportation Buses, trolleys and trams operate regularly from 6:00 to 23:00. Make sure 
that you either have a valid ticket before getting on public transportation or 
that you buy one from the driver immediately upon entering. If you need to 
buy a ticket, enter at the front door; tickets are only sold at stops, not while 
the vehicle is moving. Note that tickets bought from the driver are more 
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expensive than those bought at a newsstand.  Bus, trolley and tram tickets 
can be purchased at newsstands for 13 EEK or from the driver for 20 EEK. You 
can also by a 10 ticket package for 90 EEK. Punch your ticket right after 
entering at a machine located throughout the bus, trolley or tram. Note that 
you must punch your ticket immediately upon entering. Passengers travelling 
with false tickets or without tickets will be fined. Tallinn public transport offers 
also 1 and 2-hour tickets as well as 1 and 3-day tickets. These tickets can be 
bought only at newsstands and not from the driver. A 1-hour ticket costs 18 
EEK and a 2-hour ticket 24 EEK. A day ticket (24 h) costs 55EEK and a 3-day 
(72 h) ticket 100 EEK. Electronic devices for registering these tickets are 
situated at the second door of the vehicle and will print the time and the date 
of validity on the ticket. There is an excellent website for mapping your
